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#LEGISLATION

‘Sexting law a mystery to half of British parents.’ – NSPCC 
2016.

Sexting via mobile phones had increased by 15% in 2015. 

50% of British parents did not know that it was illegal for under 18’s to share 
sexual pictures of themselves.

Child protection officers investigated approximately one case of ‘sexting’ a day 
in 2015.
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#ADVICE
§ Don’t allow your child to take their phone / laptop to bed with them.

§ Check your child's social media apps regularly.

§ Check their camera roll / deleted pictures. 

§ Don’t just check what is on your child’s monitor. 

§ Remember that your child is living in a completely different world to 
when we were in school!
